3.4 PERFORMANCE BANK GUARANTEE

3.41 Within 10 days of the Supplier's receipt of Letter of Intent (LOI}/P.O., the
Supplier shall furnish a Performance Bank Guarantee amounting to 10% of
the contract/P.O. value issued by a Nationalised Bank in the prescribed
format given in this tender(Annexure-I).

INSPECTION AND TESTS

The Purchaser or its representatives or ultimate client shall have the right to
inspect and test the goods for their conformity to the specifications. The
Purchaser may also appoint an agency for this purpose. The technical
specifications shall specify what inspection and tests the Purchaser requires
and where they are to be conducted. Where the Purchaser decides to
conduct such tests on the premises of the Supplier, all reasonable facilities
and assistance like testing instruments and other test gadgets including
access to the drawings and preduction data shall be furnished to the
Inspector free of costs. In case the tested goods fail to conform to the
specifications, the Inspector may reject them and the Supplier shall either
replace the rejected goods or make alteration necessary to meet the
specifications requirements free of cost to the Purchaser,

Motwithstanding the pre-supply tests and inspections, the material on receipt
in the Purchaser's premises shall also be tested and if any material or part
thereof is found defective, the same shall be replaced free of cost to the

Purchaser.

If any material befare it is taken over is found defective or fails to fulfill the
requirements of the contract, the Purchaser shall give the Supplier notice
setting forth details of such defects or failures and the Supplier shall make
the material good or alter the same to make it comply with the requirements
of the contract and in any case within a period not exceeding 2 months of the
initial report. These replacements shall be made by the Supplier, free of all
charges, at the site(s).

As regards Inspecting Authority and other details please refer to Special

TRAINING

The Bidder shall provide all training materials and documents and aids.

WARRANTY

The Supplier shall give warranty that goods to be supplied shall be new and

The Purchaser also reserves the right to cancel the order in such cases and
forfeit the Performance Bank Guarantee and may also debar the Supplier for
future purchases,

3.11 ARBITRATION

Whenever under this contract any sum of money is recoverable from and payable by
the Supplier, the Purchaser shall be entitled to recover such sum by appropriating in
part or in whole the Performance Bank Guarantee of the Supplier. In the event of the
Performance Bank Guarantee being insufficient, the balance or the total sum
recoverable, as may be, shall be deducted from any sum due to the Supplier or
which at any time thereafter may become due to the Supplier under this or any
other contract with the Purchaser. Should this sum be not sufficient to cover the full
amount recoverable, the Supplier shall pay to the Purchaser on demand the
remaining balance due.

3.14 PACKING

3.15 REPLACEMENT OF DEFECTIVE EQUIPMENT

3.15.1 If any equipment or any part thereof, is found defective or fails to meet the

3.16 FORCE MAIJEURE

If any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whaole or in
part by either party under obligation as per this contract is prevented or delayed by
reasons of any war or hostility, act of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage,
fire, flood, explosion, epidemic, guarantine restrictions, strike, lockout or acts of God
{hereinafter referred to "eventuality”), provided notice of happening of any such
eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days of the date of
occurrence thereof, neither party shall be the reason of such an "eventuality” and be
entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim or damages
against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance and
deliveries under the contract. The contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable
after such "eventuality" has come to an end or ceased to exist. In case of any
dispute, the decision of CEQ, ASDMA, shall be final and conclusive, provided further
that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is
prevented or delayed by reason of any such eventuality for a period exceeding 60
days, either party may at its option, terminate the contract. Provided also that if the
contract is terminated under this clause the Purchaser shall be at liberty to take over
